Uniform Policy 2010-2011

Uniforms are mandatory for all CSCA students. Uniforms must be worn during school hours, including field trips, except
under special circumstances or as announced.

Where to purchase uniforms

CSCA works with 3 vendors to make purchasing uniform items easier. All uniform items can be obtained from these
venders however you may purchase some of these items at your local clothing store as long as the uniform guidelines are
followed exactly. Please read the policy closely to see which items are approved for local purchase. Any items purchased that do

not meet the uniform guidelines will not be permitted.

General Rules

1. Hair
a. Hairstyle and color must be conservative in nature.
b. Boys’ hair shall not extend below the top of the shirt collar in back or the eyebrows in front. It shall not be worn
in a ponytail, Mohawk, oiled, or spiked.
c. Hair extensions and beads in the hair are not permitted.
Hair may be dyed only in naturally occurring colors.
Girls may wear their own color-coordinated hair accessories in addition to those available from the uniform
company.
2. General Appearance
a. Make-up or nylon stockings may NOT be worn.
Students must present a neat appearance.
Shirts must be worn tucked inside the pants, skirts, skorts, scooters or shorts.
Pants may not have holes in the knees or elsewhere.
ltems with stains will need to be replaced.
All pants must be worn at the waist and the hem may not extend past the heels.

Tattoos and body piercings, other than girls’ post earrings, are not allowed. This includes temporary tattoos. Boys
may not wear earrings. Girls may wear small, post earrings only. No Dangling, No Hoops.

h. Light colored nail polish is acceptable. Dark or bright colors are NOT allowed.
3. Outerwear
a. Outerwear that is not considered an approved uniform item may not be worn in the classroom.
b. Boots are NOT allowed except snow boots, which MUST be changed before entering the classroom.
c. Hats are NOT allowed in the school building, even with school logo.

Parents Tips

1) Ifyou are not sure if an item complies with the uniform policy you have several options. 1) Contact a parent from the

uniform committee (contact info on the front page of this policy)- they can answer questions or walk you through online
ordering. 2) Keep the tags on until you can have someone from the uniform committee look at them. 3) Ask a CSCA
parent who does not get uniform violations to help you. 4) Look at the uniform exhibit on the bulletin board in the CSCA
lobby

2) Buy the minimum amount of clothing needed to comply with the uniform policy for the first month. There are

numerous sales after the first month of school.

3) French Toast is the most economical vendor however if your child tends to be rough on clothing consider purchasing a
higher quality, more durable clothing line like Lands’ End. Consider replacement costs in your initial expenditure.

4) Make sure you are purchasing the CORRECT items. Non approved items will not be allowed to be worn at school and
you will be responsible for purchasing the correct items.

5) Some classrooms can become chilly. Be prepared with CSCA approved outerwear.

6) Missing Belts are one of the biggest items cited for uniform violations. Backups recommended.

7) Dress shoes are NOT allowed in gym class. Students are expected to be prepared to participate in physical activity.
Proper footwear (tennis shoes) is required to maintain good grades.

Disciplinary Policy

Each time one of your students arrives at school and is not in compliance with the school uniform policy they

will be issued a “Uniform Violation” that will be brought home to be signed and returned the next day. There are
consequences for each violation as noted below.

1st Violation- Written Violation sent home.

2nd Violation- Parents receive a call from a member of the uniform committee.

3rd Violation- Parent will be asked to bring the appropriate item to the school to fix the violation.
4th Violation- Parent will meet with the uniform committee.

5th Violation- Parents will meet with the Head of School.
